Here is the attached Letter: 
 

For the past three years, a group of turners with ties to the Saskatchewan Woodworkers’ 
Guild has been making an annual donation to the Canadian Cancer Society honouring the 
memory of Larry Matisho.  Larry, an avid turner and member of the Guild, succumbed to 
cancer three years ago.  After Larry’s passing the group, which had turned together for 
several years in Larry’s well-equipped shop, decided to continue meeting one weekend each 
year and turn in his memory.  The weekend was conducted like a traditional turning class, 
but instead of paying tuition, a cheque made out to the Canadian Cancer Society assured 
admission to the weekend’s festivities.  We have managed to make significant contributions 
to fight cancer since embarking on this initiative.   

With Larry’s passing, the turners met at Waldheim School, located about half an 
hour north of Saskatoon, as it was the only facility that the group had access to that was 
large enough to host the 15 – 20 turners at the event.  Unfortunately this facility is not large 
enough to be able to extend an open invitation to all turners and consequently, creates an 
artificial cap to our fundraising effort.   

To address this, we have decided to hold the event again this year and are inviting 
other turning, woodworking and carving groups to host their own versions of what has come 
to be called “The Matisho Memorial”.   Our desire is for woodworking groups, potentially 
world-wide, to get together in their local groups and turn (or whatever you decide to do) on 
a designated weekend with all proceeds donated to their local Cancer Society.  Motivated by 
the success of the global “Earth Hour” where people were encouraged to “turn off” for one 
hour, we are hoping to encourage woodworkers to take part in this event and raise a 
significant amount for cancer research.  The weekend that has been selected is March 28th 
and 29th,  2009.  All turning groups, guilds and individuals are encouraged to be involved to 
raise the public awareness of woodcraft, as well as raise money necessary to combat this 
deadly disease.   

We are hoping that all groups and individuals interested in participating will register 
with us.  Our hope is to create a registry to tally how many woodworkers participated and 
approximately how much was donated.  There is no charge to register.  We are not 
interested in collecting a fee and in true guild spirit; we are willing to share what we have 
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done in the past if desired.  Our main concern is to raise capital to fight a disease that has 
touched many woodworkers and their loved ones.
