Derry Appleton showed us his project salad tongs thataweraut of one piece of alder wood.
And with the wood left over, he made a conventional pbsalad tongs.
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Dave Rawson had a request that he make a “mortar &psstlfor someone... He used some
left-over Red Maple from a bowl saver piece as theanoand a piece of black walnut for the
pestle part of the pair... Very nice.

Carl Ottosen showed us his very nice multi-pieces ofdasadt & pepper shaker set...
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Dave Agar showed us his paper towel holder from scrap wada@ &aining session with Bill
Blake.

DEMOS ON DIFFERENT BOWL-DRYING SYSTEMS:

Denis Biron showed us his “brown-bag & shavings” methodrgihg his rough-turned bowls.

He had examples from three years ago and he keeps tridoroftart date, start weight and this is
marked on the bag so he doesn’t have to open the bagt usitime to start finish-turning the bowl.
Some of his stock deforms in different ways. He shougdthow to test for residual moisture after
his drying time.

Carol Ottosen showed us his method of “paper-wrapped infargid plastic bag” method of
drying rough-turned bowls. He treats with fungicide and sharklate on the bottom of the bowl and
ignores them for about a year. Then he brings thetraad finish-turns them. He also has some
deformation, but not quite as much as Denis.

Dave Rawson showed us his “root cellar” method of dryingglheturned bowls. He sprays them
with a fungicide and then lays them on shelves in &g cellar and ignores them until they are
ready to finish-turn; approx 9% residual moisture in the wétislrough-turned and root-cellar
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dried bowls showed very minimal deformation.

PEN-TURNING DEMO:
Brian Heise showed us a very informative demo on turnmbfiaishing fancy pens.
He mentioned the many different woods and the acetagesimsnaking fancy pens.

Lee Valley Tools & KMS Tools have all the hardwaredeskto start and continue in the pen-
making cratft.
