The Guild is not to use projects on display/storage. 
In the event that tools/accessories get damaged, lost, broken, stolen the Guild is responsible 
to fix it, repair it, or replace the missing/damaged object immediately. 
The shop must be left in a clean condition and as found. Contact Denis Jacques the wood 
shop teacher. 
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 I move that we reword it to read this: 
 

Guild members may use tools or accessories and are responsible for any repairs or 
replacement in a timely manner. Members shall provide their own wood, fasteners, 
hardware or finishing supplies. Members are not allowed to use wood supply, any 
items from the office, cabinets, and projects on display or in storage. 
The shop shall be left in a clean condition and as found. Contact the wood shop 
teacher as required. 

 

After much discussion, this motion was withdrawn for further investigation as it was brought up that 
this is directly from the School Board, and we cannot change any of it. This is to be researched and 
discussed later.
